HIST RICAL SIGNIF ICANCE:

George Wythe's grandfather, Thomas Wythe, came to0 Virginia
in 1680, His father was named Thomas. Geoarge Eythe was
born in this humble 1little dwelling in 1726, His esarly
education was directed by his mother, Elizabeth {Walikex)
Wythe. He afterwards attended the CGollege of William and
Mary, .

He was the first of Virginia's delegates in the continental
Congress to0 sign the Declaration of Independence. He was
the author of the State seal of Virginia, with its classic
motto:"Sic Sempexr Tyrannis.”

George Wythe died in Richmond, Virginia, on June 8 1806,
and was buried in old St. John's Cemetery. :
